e Scarves (smart and neutral in colour)

e Modest amount of jewellery
e Subtle make-up and subtle nail varnish

Not allowed:

e Nose/lip/eyebrow piercings

e Hair thatisn’t a natural colour or extreme
hairstyles

e Beads/threads in hair

e Oversized jumpers, quarter zips, gilets,
fleeces, sweatshirts and hoodies

e Sliders, clogs and crocs

e Trainers (when not in sports kit)
